Recycling of Electrical Items 

Recent reports have identified that 
a company based in St Ives 
collects old electrical items for re-
cycling.  Not only do they collect 
but they also make a contribution 
to Parish funds from the income 
generated. Bottisham has already 
had one collection and as they 
were pleased with the service will 
have a second visit in May.  

Mr Mark Duggan of the company 
was welcomed to the April meeting 
by Cllr Dean.  Mr Duggan then 
described the history and 
development of the company, 
Wiser Recycling, the names of the 
villages which are presently 
involved in the scheme and the 
procedures for the collection of 
any electrical waste which is 
suitable for re-cycling.  

After he had responded to a 
number of questions, one of which 
identified that Parish funds would 
benefit by £40 for each tonne 
collected, it was agreed that a 
collection will take place within the 
village on Tuesday 15 July 2014.  

It should be noted that this 
company works within the law. 
Many of the itinerant collectors 
who descend on the village at 
various intervals are operating 
illegally without a licence and often 
do not take the articles for re-
cycling but merely fly tip them.  

Wiser Recycling will display 
notices, around the village,  which 
will advertise the date, time of 
collection and procedure involved. 
After picking up from the kerbside 
the van drivers will also help to 
carry out heavy items for those 
who need assistance. 

Longmeadow Cricket

Cllr Woolley asked that a 
correction be included in this 
report as it was Mr Mike Hatley, 
and not he, who had replaced the 
Longmeadow cricket weathervane 
on the gable end of Fassage Hall.

Finger Posts 

As concern has been expressed 
by the installation of  new finger 
direction posts in Longmeadow 
Cllr Rickard has asked the County 
Council to advise, in advance, any 
works they intend to carry out in 
the parish so that comment can be 
made and, if necessary, the way 
smoothed with landowners. 

Play Area 

It was noted that work has been 
carried out on the second swing in 
the Play Area and that urgent 
repairs are needed if the 
surrounding fence is not to fall 
down. 

Parking on the High Street 

Mr Martyn Lord commented upon 
the on-going saga of the 
inconsiderate parking of cars 
along the High Street. He reported 
that at the time of the harvest 
there will be an even greater 
problem. He felt that members of 
the village should be made aware 
that vehicles which impede the 
progress of farm machinery are 
guilty of a punishable offence and 
in the more extreme of cases the 
vehicles can be towed away.  

Proposed  Lode/Quy Cycleway 

Cllr Fran Platten reported that 
those who owned land along the 
track of the proposed cycle way 
had contributed their thoughts to 
the process and that she is 
communicating with a number of 
funding agencies including ECDC.  

She is also to approach Quy with 

a request that they take up the 
funding matter with South Cambs 
District Council. 

Lode Social Club 

Mr Cassidy, from the floor, asked 
what part the Council intends 
playing in helping to resolve the 
problems facing the Social Club. It 
was agreed that the solution is 
best left in the hands of Club 
members and that the Council 
should not become involved 
unless it is asked for help in 
resolving any issue of which the 
Cambridge and Peterborough 
Association of Local Councils may 
have knowledge and experience.

The Glycaemic Index ranks food according to the 
effect they have on blood sugar levels.

Angela Standley welcomed everyone 
to our Annual meeting where the 
committee for the following year were 
voted en bloc.    

Our speaker for the evening was 
Mr Colin Wilkinson of the  
Jubilee Sailing Trust. 

With the help of slides and a brief film 
Mr Wilkinson explained that the Jubilee 
Sailing Trust was the brainwave of 
Christopher Rudd who obtained a grant 
from the Queen’s Silver Jubilee Fund 
enabling a group of people to buy the 
square-rigged sailing ship used for 
filming the TV series The Onedin Line, 
now named Lord Nelson.  

The aim is to assist both able and 
disabled people to have the chance to 
change their lives and live and work on 
the ship as a mixed ability group.   As 
Colin explained no one is ‘ill’, they just 
have bits that don’t work very well.  

The ship was modified to cope with 
wheelchairs, the deaf, as well as stroke 
victims, people with MS, Spina Bifida 
and service personnel and the visually 
impaired could steer the ship by means 
of an audio compass.   

Every member with a disability is 
teamed up with a buddy throughout the 
journey and all attend the morning 
watch called ‘happy hour’ which means 
everyone sets to and cleans the ship.     
To see men and women climbing up 
the rigging, some with only one arm or 
leg was truly remarkable.   

The short film showed members the 
building of a second square rigger 
which began in 1996 for a cost of 
£14,000,000 and sailed under its name 
‘Tenacious’ in 1998.     

Many 
thousands of 
people have 
sailed on a 
journey that 
challenges their perceptions of ability.   

In 2012 The Lord Nelson set sail from 
Southampton and is going round the 
world calling at Brazil, South Africa, 
India, Singapore, Australia, New 
Zealand, Argentina (going round Cape 
Horn), Canada and will be home this 
year.   

This has enabled many more people 
to have the experience of short 
journeys, as the Jubilee Trust is the 
only one in the world to give people 
the opportunity to do something they 
never thought they could.    

Colin was warmly thanked by 
Charlotte Beeton for a most 
fascinating talk. 

 

After tea and coffee in Out & About 
Jean Coxall gave a short description 
of a visit to St Giles & St Peter’s 
Cemetery, one of only three Victorian 
cemeteries in Cambridge (the other 
two being Histon Road and Mill Road).     

Because the parish of St Giles &

Swaffham Bulbeck Summer Theatre was formed in 1982 and stages a Gilbert and 
Sullivan operetta every June, this year therefore being the 32

nd
 production. The entire 

G&S repertoire has been covered and ‘Patience’ has been staged twice previously by 
the group, in 1989 and 2002. 

Summer Theatre productions take place in an agricultural barn, which is miraculously 
transformed into a magical theatre with a permanent stage and even a carpeted floor! 
Together, the cast, orchestra and backstage crew comprise about 60 people, often 
including teenagers enjoying their first experience of performing G&S. Although initially a 
village group, members now come from a wide area, as SBST’s reputation has grown 
over the years. 

‘Patience’, or ‘Bunthorne’s Bride’ was the sixth operetta from the pens of Gilbert and 
Sullivan and is a hilarious satire of the ‘aesthetic craze’ of the 1870’s and 80’s. A group of 
young ladies, rapturously caught up in aestheticism, have forsaken their former lovers 
(officers of the Dragoon Guards) and are in love with Reginald Bunthorne, an aesthetic 
poet. He, in turn, loves Patience, a simple milkmaid who cares nothing for poetry and 
who initially spurns his love. Matters become complicated when Patience first heeds 
some strange advice about love and then meets a former playmate. Acting on the advice 
of his solicitor, the disappointed Bunthorne subsequently puts himself up to be raffled for. 
In an attempt to win back the ladies, the soldiers attempt to embrace aesthetics, with 
mixed consequences. However, in true G&S form the situation is finally resolved to 
(almost) everyone’s satisfaction. A wonderful show, which will appeal to all ages.

At our March meeting Terry Rayner 
gave an interesting and informative talk 
about Terwins Seeds.  

After learning crop inspection on a two 
week course in Cambridge, it allowed 
him to inspect crops on behalf of the 
Ministry, he met farmers from all over 
the country. Later he took a job at 
Mr Fothergill’s. In 2003 he decided to 
sell his own seeds to the public and he 
started with vegetables then went on to 
herbs and flowers.  He started with one 
garden shed and within a year he had 
three garden sheds.  

Now Terry Rayner operates from a 650 
square unit in Cockfield. He tries to 
stock old varieties of seeds which are 
sourced from two wholesalers in Essex. 
He told us that 95% of seeds are grown 
abroad, they need a long growing 
season and this country is too wet.  

When packaging the seeds all of the 
counting is done by hand.  Larger seeds 
keep longer than small ones.  

For the future the company aims to 
progress by selling seeds online, attend 
more markets, and go to more shows. 

He has written articles for magazines, 
talked on BBC Radio Suffolk and was 
interviewed for Anglia News when they 

discussed the impact of the bad 
weather.  

Terry Rayner can be found selling 
seeds on Bury market most 
Saturdays, he is always sure to take 
along his four bestsellers which are 
Boltardy beetroot, Earl Nantes carrots, 
White Lisbon spring onions and Little 
Gem lettuce.

News from the Bottisham Patients’ Group 

Action Plan for 2014/15 

The Patients’ Group (PG) Committee 
met on 27 March and approved an 
action plan which the Practice will 
take forward following the results of 
the General Practice Assessment 
Questionnaire (GPAQ) survey last 
January.   

For yet another year, we appreciate 
the very high standards of care that 
the staff at Bottisham Medical 
Practice provide and the consequent 
high levels of satisfaction shown by 
patients in the survey, particularly in 
the current context of reduced funding 
and increased demand for Primary 
Care.   

The two areas for concern focussed 
on the appointments system with the 
access it gives to doctors and nurses, 
and patients’ need for more health 
advice and information.   

The following five points attempt to 
address these concerns as well as 
others which should improve the 
services available to patients. 

1. Increase patients’ awareness of 
the Practice’s services, systems 
and processes 

Comments made in the survey 
showed that not all patients are aware 
of all the services provided by the 
Practice and clarification is needed to 
give them a better understanding of 
Primary Care and its limitations.  The 
PG will continue to work with the 
Practice to disseminate information 
through articles and events which 
benefit the full range of patients. 

2. Review current appointments 
system, clinics and opening times 

While the Practice has employed an 

additional GP and provides above the 
national average of 100 appointments 
per 1,000 patients, better methods of 
managing demand will be considered, 
eg telephone triage, where a doctor is 
available to give advice on the phone 
or see a patient with urgent need, and/
or shift working.  A nurse is currently 
training to provide the possibility of a 
Minor Ailments service.  However, a 
further decrease in funding this year 
means that the Practice cannot 
consider extending opening times. 

3.  Improve the monthly repeat 
prescription and electronic 
prescription services  

The Practice currently dispenses 
around 10,000 prescriptions each 
month.  Improvements to these 
services are currently being 
investigated and it is hoped that it will 
be possible for patients who wish it to 
have their repeat prescriptions 
dispensed automatically for collection 
each month.  

4.  Promote greater awareness of 
opportunities for self-care 

The PG will work with the Practice to 
encourage patients to keep themselves 
healthy, self-treat minor ailments and 
self-manage their long-term conditions 
where possible.  The Practice’s 
website currently receives between 
5,000 and 8,000 hits a month.  The 
range of advice available will be 
increased, including links to sites 
promoting health awareness, eg the 
Self Care Forum.   

The range of leaflets and information 
available at the Practice will be 
reviewed and doctors and nurses will 
make patients more aware of useful 
sources of help and advice.

5.  Increase the engagement of 
younger patients with the Practice  

Although the age profile of patients at 
the Practice remains fairly stable, a 
need to engage patients aged 13-24 in 
health awareness is recognised.  The 
PG will seek feedback from pupils at 
Bottisham Village College about their 
health interests and a new page on the 
Practice’s website will focus on 
teenage health issues.

Living in a Fog  
At the time of writing we have just had 
three days of most unpleasant 
atmospheric pollution.  Going outside 
there was a smell in the air, a metallic 
taste in the mouth and a stinging in the 
eyes.  The phrase ‘Killer Smog’ was 
being headlined in certain 
newspapers.   

It brought back memories for me of the 
‘pea-soup’ fogs we used to have when 
I was a boy.  I can remember on 
certain occasions going out with my 
friends after school, armed with 
torches, to the main road where we 
would tell the motorists crawling their 
way home exactly whereabouts they 
were, and if they were coming off into 
our streets, walking in front of them 
with the torches, showing them the 
way round the corners and setting 
them on the right road. 

I also remember a time, living near the 
Thames in Grays, Essex. in the early 
1960s when we had a thick fog which 
never lifted for about five days.  For all 
that time we could hardly see across 
the road, and everyone was crawling 
about as though half-blind.  What a 
fantastic feeling it was to look out one 
morning and be able to see again! 

At RE:NEW, in the period leading up to 
Easter, we were looking at some of the 

people encountered by Jesus in the 
Gospel of John.  One of these was a 
beggar who had been blind from birth.  
Jesus took him to one side and did a 
very strange thing.  He spit on the 
ground and made some mud which he 
smeared on the man’s eyes.  Then he 
told him to go and wash it off in a 
certain pool in Jerusalem.  When he 
washed the mud from his eyes the 
man could see for the first time in his 
life.  What must that have been like? 

The Gospel uses this story to illustrate 
the fact that many people are 
spiritually blind – unable to see clearly 
the truth of God in the world around 
them.  Jesus came to open the eyes of 
people like that, and he still does it 
today.  John Newton, the 18

th
 Century 

slave-trader turned hymn-writer, used 
the words of the blind man in his best 
known hymn, ‘Amazing Grace’:  
‘I once was lost but now am found, 
was blind but now I see.’ 

Many people have found those words 
true in their lives today.  If you are not 
one of them, why not take a look.

Or take the Eurostar 
to Paris, switch to the double-
decker TGV and enjoy a comfortable 
train ride to Spain and the Costa Brava 
(2 hrs to Paris and 5.5 hrs to the 
Spanish border.

Gloomy stories in 
the Cambridge News regarding '£20 
million busway faults shock'.   

Suffolk County Council does have a 
very good range of leaflets and 
booklets on public transport in 
Suffolk.  The website is 
www.suffolkonboard.com and the 
leaflets are available in Newmarket 
library.  It would be good if Cambridge 
County Council could do something 
similar.  There is a leaflet now in the

As our use of Newmarket rail station 
continues we have looked into a bus 
connection from the centre - there is 
the 16 run by Suffolk Rider but only 
roughly every hour.  Parking is very 
limited.

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ST. JAMES' CHURCH  LODE with LONGMEADOW 

I recently read a newspaper article 
proclaiming that this April was the 
most democratic month, ever. It 
went on to list the countries in the 
world holding elections for 
populations totalling one billion 
people.  

For some, this was a time of 
optimism as people felt part of the 
process to choose their future 
government; for others, April lived 
up to its billing as the cruellest 
month.  

We saw people taking enormous 
risk to exercise their democratic 
right to vote; we heard and saw 
voters who had been intimidated by 
those who knew that only a gun 
could force people to accept their 
view. And we heard about the 
massacre of innocent people in 
terrorist incidents designed to deter 
people from voting, but did not see 
the full, gruesome detail through our 
sanitised television screens. 

In May, we will have our opportunity 
to vote in the European Elections. It 
should be a safer proposition for us; 
our biggest risk is crossing the road 
as we go to our local Polling 
Station. Yet by comparison with 
many countries where voting is such 
a dangerous activity, the turnout 
here is significantly lower. You have 
to dig a little on the internet to find 
information, but what I uncovered 
indicated that the turnout in the East 
of England for the last European 
Elections was 37.7%. That means 
that almost two out of every three 
people eligible to vote, did not do 
so.  

Some years ago, I heard a talk 
from a German Lutheran pastor 
who been interned in a 
concentration camp during the 
Second World War. He simply 
wanted to impress upon us the 
privilege of living in a free society 
where we have the opportunity to 
vote for the people who most 
closely represent our views. 
Nobody, he asserted, could better 
know how valuable was this right, 
than those who had lived under a 
tyrannical regime.   

He did not view democracy through 
rose tinted spectacles, even though 
the period when he spoke was one 
of much greater cross-party 
consensus than exists today.  

He recognised that it was difficult 
to find a party which fully 
represents our view but forcefully 
he told us that we must engage 
with the politics of our free society 
in a way he described as “critical 
solidarity”. By this he meant that 
we should engage to challenge 
policies with which we cannot 
agree but fundamentally we do so 
in solidarity with our fellow citizens 
within a free society, to maintain 
both that freedom and justice for 
our brothers and sisters.   

So this representative of the church 
was very clear about the 
Christian’s fundamental role in 
politics – our vote is our right and 
privilege and one we should 
thankfully exercise.
