At the beginning of the meeting 
Ms Katie Thornburrow, Director of 
Granta Architects, gave a presentation 
on the proposed future development of 
the land around the Broughton Hall. 
She reported that on the land to the 
north side of the Hall a total of 8 
houses (2x2 bedrooms, 4x3 bedrooms 
and 1x4 bedrooms) will be built.  
During the meeting an application to 
build 2x5 bedroomed houses to the 
south side of the Hall was also 
discussed.  

A complaint was received from a 
resident of Abbey Lane that the street 
light was not working was discussed. 
Many years ago the residents of the 
lane decided, when the lights were 
adopted by the County, that they did 
not want any change and that the light 
should remain under the control of the 
Parish Council (PC). The PC is 

responsible for the electricity charges 
and any repairs. As the County, 
therefore, disavows all knowledge of 
the light it has been difficult to find who 
is responsible for the repair. This is 
now in hand. 

Concern continues to be focused on 
the travellers’ invasion of the Abbey. 
Mrs Forecast was unable to attend the 
meeting so she sent an email to 
explain what had been done to guard 
against another episode. She said, 

ñWe now have a process in place that 
means if travellers come onto our sites, 
the Sheriffôs office is notified 
immediately. This should mean an 
enforcement notice and eviction can be 
carried out within 24 hours. We will be 
looking at what we can do next year to 
provide additional security without the 
huge costs that we incurred this year, 
but we are all very aware that if they 
want to come in, they will as we simply 
canôt secure the site against them in 
daylight hoursò. 

Cllr Platten reported that the meeting 
to discuss the cycleway planning 
application had been postponed until 
3 November. She thought the delay 
was because of the objection from the 
British Horse Society, and the large 
number of documented replies 
requesting that the objection should be 
ignored. 

Mr Platten in his role of Tree Warden 
reported that his tree application to 
Sainsburyôs had been successful. 420 
trees will be delivered in March and 
Mr Richard Todd (NT) has offered to 
provide several more.  Planting will 
take place in the White Fen Wood and 
to extend the new hedge along the 
B1102.

The District Tree Officer, having visited 
Fairhaven Close, has agreed that one 
cherry tree is rotten and should be 
removed with the remainder having a 
limited life span. She would have no 
objection to the removal of these as 
long as they were replaced by more 
suitable specimens. It was agreed that 
the Clerk should write to Sanctuary 
Housing to make them aware of this 
and if the work progressed quickly the 
Sainsbury/NT trees could replace the 
cherry trees. The item will be placed on 
the November agenda with an 
invitation being extended to Fairhaven 
Close residents and the Tree Officer. 

It is pleasing to report that the external 
audit process has been completed, 
much sooner than anticipated. 
Concern had been expressed that due 
to the late change in the rules and the 
extra work which this entailed, it was 
feared that completion would be 
delayed but this was not the case. The 
auditor must have been satisfied with 
the report as no adverse comment was 
made.  

It was noted that an extra £1,250 (Lode 
Village Fete £250, Lode Runners £500 
and Jumble Sale £500) had accrued to 
the bank account. This will be added to 
the funds already held in a ring-fenced 
special projects account. 

It was reported that the gnomon had 
been stolen from the top of the sundial. 
The matter has been reported to the 
police but no action by them can be 
possible as there is no evidence of 
who is responsible for the theft.

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Smidge, my Border Terrier, 
is now six years old and for the 
last two years has been a Pets 
As therapy Dog. Smidge has 
always had a very calm 
temperament and used to come 
to work with me when I worked 
at a Cambridge charity for the 
blind. While she was there one 
day, a lady who was visiting 
with her sight impaired 
husband, spotted Smidge and 
asked if they could say 'hello'. 
Both of them coaxed Smidge 
and the lady said that that was 
the first time she had seen her 
husband smile in a long time. 
That was when I realised that 
Smidge could play a role in 
helping other people cope with 

life. 

When I left my job I decided to 
enrol Smidge with Pets as 
Therapy. I had to fill in forms 
and Smidge had to be tested to 
see that she was the right 
temperament. She had to be 
able to cope with loud noises, 
sit without worrying while I was 
talking and to walk quietly by my 
side. We passed and 
then we were given a 
list of places who had 
asked for a therapy 
dog. We started by 
visiting care homes 
and going to 
Cambridge University 
to calm students 
before their exam-
inations. We then 
were asked to go to 
The Darwin Centre 

and meet groups of teenagers who had differing 
problems. From these visits we then met one girl 
who had shut herself off from others and was 
reluctant to come out of her room. We started off 
just by going to meet her and quickly we went on to 
her taking Smidge for a walk (using two leads, one 
for her and one for me). I always have to have 
another person with me as I am solely in charge of 
Smidge and the other person is in charge of the 
client. We still visit this girl and she has made great 
progress and moved to another establishment 
where we still meet for walks. 

About a year ago I looked into the possibility of 
Smidge becoming a 'reading dog'. This took a long 
time to organise because we need an extra person 
in the room while we are there, and schools 
unfortunately do not have the extra staff. Luckily 
one of the office staff who works mornings 
volunteered to be with me in the afternoons. 

We now go into school twice a week and Smidge 
listens to about six children in each session. She 
lies on her blanket and the children come in one at 
a time and read her their story. This has been so 
rewarding and we have seen so much progress 
with some of the children.  

The children are chosen by the Special Needs 
Coordinator and the teachers and permission is 
sought from parents/carers. Children who have 
found it very hard to communicate with others don't 
seem to have a problem relating to Smidge and 
some will sit with the book held so that Smidge can 
see the pictures and stroke her with the other hand 
while reassuring her that she needn't be worried 
about the story (it might be about giants). Another 
child might have attention deficit disorder but can 

remain calm and read to 
Smidge without losing 
concentration.  We really 
enjoy our work together.

The October meeting was opened at 
7.30pm by the president Jean Coxall 
who welcomed 25 members and one 
guest who, at the end of the meeting, 
joined the WI. The minutes of the 
previous meeting were read by a 
member and signed as correct by the 
president. 

Out and About  

Liz Miles reported on a visit to Eltham 
Palace and gardens (London SE9) 
were once the childhood home of 
Henry VIII and are still Crown property 
today although managed by English 
Heritage.  

The Palace fell into disrepair and ruin 
and in the 1930s when Stephen and 
Virginia Courtauld bought the lease 
with a proviso that they renovated the 
oak beamed and panelled medieval 
Hall to its former glory. As they wanted 
somewhere to entertain their various 
friends and have a semi-rural property 
within easy reach of London they 
agreed. Not only did they do the repairs 
they added a wing or two and a circular 
hall to join the buildings together.  

No expense was spared particularly in 
the 1930s extensions and every 
modern convenience known was 
added.  These included fitted 
bathrooms to every bedroom, a 
telephone in every room and a pay 
phone for guests in the hall, a room just 
for flower arranging, a tiled serving 
room between the kitchen and dining 
room, a centralised vacuum cleaning 
system sucking dust via the skirting 
boards through pipes to the basement 
and a games room or two, also in the 
basement that doubled up as an air-
raid shelter during World War II.  

Modern visitors are provided with a 
profusion of 1930’s designs and 
glamour. The grounds were also a joy 

to explore with 
many types of 
gardens and a 
waterfall, a moat 
complete with 
aquatic plants and carp but Liz was 
surprised to find no fruit trees.  

After lunch and a short coach trip they 
arrived at Red House, Bexley Heath.  
It was built in 1865, designed by Phillip 
Webb for William Morris the founder of 
the Arts and Craft movement.  

There have been seven owners and 
many changes to the decorations 
since its conception, and the National 
Trust has an on-going project of 
discovery and conservation, 
uncovering over-painted Pre-
Raphaelite paintings and Art Deco 
designs on the furniture, doors and 
walls, but we were able to see and 
appreciate much work already done 
and then enjoyed a walk through 
another well-tended garden before 
joining the coach and returning home. 

Our Speaker, Sally Nott was from 
Camsight and she began by talking of 
two of her clients. Warren was 
eighteen and a student studying for his 
A levels. He began to have problems 
with seeing his computer screen and 
was referred to Addenbrooke’s where 
he was found to have a rare genetic 
condition that would mean he would 
eventually lose his sight. This was a 
huge shock to the family but worse still 
when two years later he became totally 
blind. He was unable to do anything he 
had been doing before but was 
referred to Camsight and taught how 
to use his computer again. He now 
rides a tandem bike with his girlfriend 
and they have completed the London 
to Cambridge ride. He now is an 
ambassador for Camsight and

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regularly goes out telling people of his 
experiences. He attended the Para 
Olympic games in Rio and lives 
independently. 

The second person she spoke about 
was Mike who in his 60s had his own 
haulage business and regularly drove 
long distances delivering to firms. He 
had a medical condition but was being 
treated successfully. He went to bed 
one night and woke up totally blind and 
has never regained his sight. He lost 
his business, his livelihood and his 
place in the family as breadwinner. The 
whole family was devastated and he 
says if he hadn’t been referred to 
Camsight he may well have taken his 
own life because he became so 
depressed.  

He had professional support for his 
depression and attended Camsight 
where he received peer support and 
training. He now cycles in tandem, 
plays tennis, gives talks to the public 
and is supported by his guide dog 
Mollie. He was reluctant to have a 
guide dog but now admits it was the 
best thing to happen to him and he 
says she is his reason to go on. 

Sally went to tell us how Camsight was 
established in 1912 in Chesterton by 
two ladies, Mrs Stace and Mrs Lilley 
(wife of Eaden Lilley) who had a friend 
who was blind and wanted to meet 
others like her for support. They started 
with a craft group and a lady who 
taught Braille.  

In 1920 Camsight became a Charity 
and purchased a house in Glisson 
Road which became a home for the 
visually impaired. They have 18,000 
registered clients some of whom are 
seen fleetingly and others on a regular 
basis. They work with families 
supporting them and with all age 
groups. 

With children they work with the child 
and family from 0-5, dealing with the 

diagnosis and coming to terms with the 
condition, changes in expectation and 
feelings of loss for what that child might 
have been able to do. They have 
activities for the children both tactile 
and sensory. For the 6-13 age group 
they work with the child facing new 
challenges and offer support for child, 
school and other children in the school.  

For children entering senior school they 
work on confidence building with 
activities designed to boost their 
confidence. For older clients they offer 
support by running rural groups (16 in 
all) around the county where people 
can meet for tea/coffee have a chat 
and support each other on a regular 
basis as well as learn new things.  

Camsight arranges Christmas 
activities, and makes home visits for 
those unable to attend other events. 
They read, write letters and take people 
shopping where possible. There is also 
an emotional support group for those 
who have recently lost their sight and 
even for those a few years later who 
still have problems coming to terms 
with the loss. This group gives people 
chance to talk frankly about their 
feelings without upsetting family and 
also find that there are others in the 
same boat. One of the volunteers who 
runs this group is a lady who lost her 
sight when she had a very young family 
so can relate her experiences.   

There is training available for those 
who want and the computer training is 
led by Gerry who became blind when 
he was four but there is very little any-
one can teach him about computers 
and he has been found under desks 
sorting out leads for the staff and 
volunteer computers.  

Camsight also provides, for a small 
cost, things like audio books, talking 
watches, clocks and ovens and 
microwaves, all designed to help the 
visually impaired stay in their own 
homes.  
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Sally had also brought with her several 
pairs of glasses designed to show what 
vision was available to people with 
particular visual problems and she 
encouraged the members to try them 
on and attempt to do some everyday 
tasks.  

She answered members’ questions and 
then was thanked by Angela Standley 
for her very informative and interesting 
talk. Members also had the opportunity 
to talk to Sally whilst refreshments were 
served.

The Greater Cambridge City 
Deal  (city.deal@cambridgeshire.gov.uk) 
continues to feature largely in the local 
Cambridge News. Over 12,000  have 
signed petitions to stop the proposed 
congestion plans, to reject the new 
busway to Cambourne proposal via the 
West fields - Coton and Madingley not 
happy - and also local businesses are 
demanding the transport scheme is 
scrapped.   

A main problem is the proposed 
closure of certain central main roads 
and the problems that will cause to 
delivery vehicles and people trying to 
access their place of work (possibility 
of workplace parking levy!) or 
schools.  There would also be Peak-
time Congestion Control Points 
(PCCPs).   

There are daily letters from people 
outlining how the proposals will affect 
them.  People from the outlying 
villages, who do not have good public 
transport, are also asking what they 
are supposed to do.  Park and Ride 
has become less popular since the 
price increase and also the long 
queues that form, making people late 
for work.   I have, however, come to 
realise that using the local bus service 
is quite an art that I have tried to 
develop over the years.  A village 
friend, who was dissatisfied with the 
Newmarket Road Park and Ride, tried 
to use the bus to connect with an 11 
am appointment in Cambridge.  At 
10.20am. and with no sign of the bus 
due at 10.08 she decided she had to 
use park and ride.  Of course, it came 
at 10.25 and, in fact, overtook her park 
and ride bus!  I have learned to make 
appointments for the half-hour, eg 
11.30.  The drivers do themselves 
have so many problems to cope with 
including the congestion.  They also 

have people, who can’t 
find their purse or travel 
cards, pushchairs, 
wheelchairs, trolleys, 
which all slow things up when people 
are boarding.  However, if you are not 
at the bus stop on time, the bus is 
punctual and goes zooming past!   

Some of the letters are very dismissive 
of those of us who regularly use the 
local buses.  They speak of dirty 
vehicles and problem passengers.  We 
are lucky that we mostly have the 
recycled guided eco-buses.  I find it 
interesting to be able to chat to other 
bus users. As I sat at Newmarket bus 
station, a lady recently told me of her 
adventure in the past hour as she had 
been near an elderly couple in QD 
stores, who discovered that the lady’s 
purse had been taken from her 
unzipped handbag.  She had been 
able to help them access the banks by 
telephone, as it was Saturday and they 
were closed, and the cards had been 
cancelled.  The shop staff had called 
the police and she had left them 
waiting for help but as we got to the 
bus stop by Hughes on the High Street 
the elderly couple boarded the bus so 
we heard that the police had turned up 
to help.  So moral is – keep bags, etc. 
firmly closed!  I am delighted with my 
new large forward-facing square trolley 
as I can put everything in it and close 
the cover.  Bus drivers lower the bus 
as I board but they and Tennants, the 
butcher, did initially query whether 
perhaps I needed L-plates!  I have 
improved!    

Obtaining paper timetables is proving 
difficult as so many Information points 
and desks are closing, e.g. the Grafton 
Centre and at Drummer St.  I am still 
awaiting the promised box from 
Stagecoach and must drop them a

reminder.  Newmarket Library, usually 
a good source, was closed for 
renovation but is now open again and 
has some timetables including 
information of the Voluntary Network 
Sunday bus, which I am still finding so 
useful (01638 664304 between 8am 
and 4pm to book a 
slot).  www.suffolkonboard.com is a 
good website for local travel 
information.   

While waiting at Newmarket bus 
station various bus services arrive 
operated by other companies.  There is 
a no.18 run by Whippet which runs a 
limited service from Newmarket to 
Teversham via Six Mile Bottom, the 
Wilbrahams and Fulbourn.   

I continue to hear of holidays to 
France, etc. booked more easily using 
www.seat61.com.     

Train services and users are also 
featured regularly in the news at the 
moment – especially Southern Rail, 
where there are strikes past and 
present.  Travellers talk of 
overcrowding, late and dirty trains but 
some people do have praise especially 
for the passenger assist system, which 
involves being met at each station by a 
porter and helped to any further 
trains.  We used that last year on our 
trip to France.  Another problem is the 
question of whether passenger 
crossing points at railway stations can 
be closed or do they just need extra 
safety measures, eg buzzers or 
flashing lights – one in Newmarket is 
the latest under discussion with 
users.   

The unions are worried about a 
possible review of Eurostar, which 
could result in job losses.  However, 
the company say that they would offer 
voluntary redundancies or 
sabbaticals.  As I write, it seems that 
HS2 is due to be approved – linking 

the Midlands and the North – the first 
phase to run from London to 
Birmingham. 

A book turnout from Jimmy’s shelves 
has revealed Last Trains by Charles 
Loft – Dr Beeching and the death of 
Rural England.  Great Railway 
Journeys seems to be popular on 
television.   On 1st October on BBC2 
there was Railway Nation - A Journey 
in Verse featuring W H Auden and 
Benjamin Britten’s 1936 train journey 
across Britain, ref. Night Mail.

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Further to my article in June¹s Lode 
Star, I thought it appropriate to say 
more about the Fassage Hall and 
Recreation Ground.  

The land on which they stand was 
given to the Parish in 1952 by Lord 
Fairhaven and placed under the 
custodial trusteeship of the National 
Playing Fields Association (now called 
Fields in Trust). The Parish Council 
became the Managing Trustee of the 
Charity, no:300406. 

The Fassage Hall was built around 
2010 to replace the inadequate 
building which housed the changing 
rooms and showers on the other side 
of the grounds. When a water main 
was discovered nearby, it was decided 
to put the new building near the 
playground and include a community 
hall as well, since grants were easier to 
obtain for a building that could be used 
by a larger proportion of the 
community. The new Hall was then 
added to the existing Charity.  The day-
to-day running of the Hall is carried out 
by a separate Management 
Committee.  

During term-time mornings, the Little 
Legs of Lode pre-school uses the Hall 
and it is available in principle to hire 
during the day and evenings at other 
times. Bookings need to be done on-
line using the website: 
www.fassagehall.co.uk. On there are 
Terms of Conditions of Hire that have 
to be formally agreed to when booking. 
This ensures the protection of the 
property and the safety of users. 

The Bottisham and Lode Cricket Club 
use the facilities in the summer and, 
currently, the Burwell Lions football 
teams during the rest of the year. The 
heating for the whole building and 
showers is derived from summer heat 

stored under the recreation ground 
using a heat pump. About three times 
more energy is pumped into the under-
floor heating system than is taken from 
the electricity mains. The heat pump 
runs mainly on cheap-rate night 
electricity, and our electricity supplier 
obtains an equivalent amount of 
energy from various renewable energy 
sources. By more suitable settings of 
the heat pump and other electrical 
systems, it is hoped to halve the 
electricity bill over the next year. 

Over the summer, several 
maintenance works have taken place. 
The heat pump has been 
independently inspected and serviced 
and the waste disposal tank emptied. 
Repeated settlement of the patio has 
been rectified by removal of the 
disused rainwater tank that once held 
water to flush the toilets. All the inside 
and outside lamps are now working 
and an automatic sunrise and sunset 
timer has been added to the outside 
lights, which also keeps them off 
between midnight and 7am. Signs 
have been put up to stop parking in the 
emergency access and turning area, 
and to stop able-bodied visitors from 
parking in the disabled area by the 
playground fence. Visitors should park 
in the area near the cemetery, which 
has space for twenty cars.

The school year has started well, with 
children and teachers settling into their 
new classes with ease. Our Harvest 
Festival service in the village church 
gave an early opportunity to showcase 
their knowledge and singing ability, 
and all the children brought in items of 
food to donate to the “Open door 
Newmarket” food bank. 

Kingfishers class (age 7-9) have 
enhanced their Rainforest theme with a 
visit to the University Botanic Gardens 
and the Museum of Archaeology & 
Anthropology, allowing them to learn 
more about both the plant life and the 
human cultures of the South American 
rainforests. Though one of the 
highlights of the day seemed to be 
having a picnic lunch in the nearby 
church! 

Owls class (age 9-11) joined many 
other local schools in Ely Cathedral for 
a series of activities about global 
warming and climate change. The 
Cathedral Day has become an annual 
event, with a different focus each year, 
and prompted a great array of cuddly 
cushions to be brought into school to 
make sitting on the cold stone 
cathedral floor more comfortable. 

This is one of our main terms for 
fundraising, with the focus this year 
being new IT equipment. So far we 

have raised £157 from Apple Day, and 
an amazing £711 from our sponsored 
Wheelathon. A huge well done to all 
our cyclists who cycled 10 times 
around the Denny!

Were you there? 

“When I needed a neighbour were you 
there? 
And the creed and the colour and the 
name won't matter, were you there? 
I was hungry and thirsty, were you there? 
I was cold, I was naked, were you there? 
When I needed a shelter were you there? 
When I needed a healer were you there? 
Wherever you travel I'll be there” 

"And the creed and the colour and the 
name won't matter, Were you there?"  

Many of you will be familiar with this song 
which took an extra depth of meaning for 
me as I sang it with the children of 
Swaffham Bulbeck school recently.  
I started singing along, but part way 
through had to stop because I was 
overcome by the challenge and emotion 
as the words collided with my 
experience, heart and spirit.  

I have heard too much from people who 
refuse to engage with refugee issues 
because of their ‘otherness’ to them; they 
are someone else’s problem, from a 
different faith, different race, unknown. 

The next day I was heading to the Jungle 
camp in Calais to take over desperately 

needed aid before the evictions and 
to see people who have become 
friends, and in that moment of 
singing I felt something of their pain 
together with my own pain, anger 
and frustration.  

The song words clashed with what 
I hear from many who speak ill of the 
refugees, even some who share the 
Christian faith don’t ‘get it’ or they 
turn a blind eye; the words certainly 
clash with most of what appears in 
the press and from our government. 
Where are we? Where do we stand?  
With the refugees, or against them? 

I am so proud to say that I needed to 
make a further trip, from which 
I have just returned (13 Oct),  as 
I had a number of surprise gifts from 
villagers enabling me to buy more 
sleeping bags, rucksacks, torches, 
stoves, gas, and walking shoes.  
Thank you!  You were ‘there’!  
Thanks to you, refugees will have

The annual Rose Competition for the 
Don Bedford Cup was held following 
the talk, and Don’s daughter, Ros 
Cullum, came along to make the 
presentation. The roses had taken a bit 
of a battering from the weather in the 
days before the competition but we had 
a good display and the winner this year 
was Margaret Wright with a very pretty 
peach-coloured hybrid tea. 

At the time of writing we haven’t yet 
held our Annual General Meeting, 
which will take place on 25 October, 
but Derek Latchford has warned us of 
his decision to retire as Chairman of 
the club this year.

At the time of writing, work is about to 
commence on the installation of solar 
panels on the roof of the main Visitor 
Centre. 

Planning permission for the panels 
was granted in September, which will 
produce 43,000 kilowatt hours each 
year, enough to supply around 10 
average UK homes, or make around 
1.7 million cups of tea!  Almost all 
electricity generated will be used to 
power the Visitor Centre saving around 
£4,700 in energy bills, and producing 
£1600 in income via the Governments 
feed-in tariff. 

The investment in solar power is part 
of the Trust’s Renewable Energy 
Investment programme, which aims to 
reduce our energy consumption by 
20% by 2020, with 50% of power 
coming from renewable sources. 

If all proceeds to plan, installation 
should be completed about one week 
before the start of Winter Lights. 

You need to get booking if you plan to 
attend any of the Christmas events on 
offer at Wicken Fen, especially Father 
Christmas at the Fen, which is selling 
fast.

This school was started by the diocese to solve 
the major problem for girls in education - 
finding time to study.  In Africa girls are still 
expected to be busy with domestic chores, not 
books or study.   

A boarding school solves the problem and 
helps the future development of Africa.  
Educated mothers hold the key to the 
prosperity of families and nations.   

A group of us saw the school foundations being 
laid and our villages contributed to the cost of a 
roof for the Science labs.  Three years later 
development has been dramatic – classrooms 
and hostels for 200 students and 14 teachers 
under the Head, Mrs Denisia Jerome.  

There are four 
teachers covering 
biology, physics 
and chemistry, 
but a chronic 
shortage of 
equipment.  I saw 
just two tables of 
science 

equipment, which means that most practical 
work has to be demonstrated rather than done 
by students.  Equipment is available from Sciex 
Ltd in Dar es Salaam, at an estimated cost of 
£4,000.   

Science for Girls- in Africa! 
The new Girlsô Secondary Boarding School 
at Bunda, 10 miles from the eastern shore 
of Lake Victoria, is one of the projects the 
Anglesey Group of Parishes supports in 

our partnership with the  
Diocese of Mara in Tanzania.

Her 
day starts at 
6am and 
finishes at 
6pm.  Any 
free time 

she has is spent in drawing water, 
cutting firewood,  cooking and cleaning 
for her grandmother.  But in the recent 
primary school leavers’ exams she got 
the top marks in the whole district.  
When asked how she managed it, she 
replied that she just found that 
whatever she was told she 
remembered.   Her father agreed she 
could go to Bunda, and she has just 
started.  But there are many Pendos in 
the Mara Region – who will help them 
to get the education which will change 
lives?
